Common youth misbehaviors in the1stCentury result in
dramatically different consequencesin past years getting
into a simple fight at school or vandalizing a bathroom wall
may have had consequences such as a trip to the princifal
office, apologies shaking handsor scrubbing the bathroom
wall. In your community, stealing a tee shirt from a surf
shop or underage beer drinking may have resulted in calls
to parents, who would bring their own consequences of
punishment that would address not repeating those
behaviors.

Today these common youth misbehaviors can resultin
being arrestedz handcuffed, placed in the backseat of a
police car, being fingerprinted, being detained and most
harmful having a criminal misdemeanor record that can
impact employment, postsecondary educationhousing and
loans for the rest of their lives

Cstepping Up Florida& Top Civil Citation Effort$
advocates for the importance of civil citations while
ranking those that do it best Counties school districts
and law enforcement agencies are ranked based on civil
citation utilization , with the top 20 percent of each
recognized for top performance

Civil citation utilization is the percent of eligible youth
who received a civil citation for all offenses included
under the state civil citation statute(985.12), according
to the Florida Department of Juvenile Justicé~DJ).
This statute gives counties the discretion to select the
offenses eligible for civil citations in their jurisdictions.

Stepping Up estimates for the state and each county the
levels that public safety and youth opportunities can be
increased through increasing civil citation utilization by
25 percent.

Key Finding # 1: Civil Citations Increase Public Safety

Data collected by FDJJ shows civil citations increase public
safety through superior recidivism ratesz for FY2011-2012
the recidivism rate for civil citations was four percent while it
is 13 percent for post-arrest diversion programs, 17 percent
for probation, and 42 percent for residential.

Additionally, civil citations increase public safety by shifting
valuable and limited"law & order" resources from arrests for
common youth misbehavior to preventing and handling
felonies. In many Florida counties this amounts to hundreds of
thousands, if not millions, of dollars of increased public safety
resources to address serious crimes and criminals

Numerous studies of civil citations and other similar pre
arrest diversions support the position these approaches
increase public safetywhile showing harsh punishments for
common youth misbehavior as being counteproductive and
likely decreasing public safety

Key Finding # 2: Civil Citations improve Youth
Opportunities

Civil citations improve youth opportunities by not hampering
youth with a lifelong arrest record, which they may be
required to disclose on applications for employmentschool,
loans, housing and other aspects of life that shape quality of
life and determine individual success

In FY2013-2014 there were 8,059 civil citations issued,
providing each of these youth a future without an arrest
record.

Additionally, civil citations can take youth headed in the
wrong direction and put them on the right path The civil
citation process includes a youth family assessment to
determine if the youth is a firsttime, one-time offender, or if
the youth is atrisk to reoffend. At-risk youth are provided
intervention services specific to their behavior like anger
managementdrug and alcohol abuse rehabilitationand
general mental health counseling

Key Finding # 3: Civil Citations Save Lots of Taxpayer
Money

Civil citations save taxpayer money because it is significantly
more expensive to arrest a youth for common youth
misbehavior than to issue a civil citation

This study uses the cost savings estimate range $f,467 to
$4,614 savings for each civil citation issuedbased on &2011

Expansionof Civil Citation Programs Statewide Would Save
Taxpayers Tens of Millions of Dollars and Improve Public Safety
-- that showed a range of taxpayer savings &4 million to

$139 million annually. The range accounts for youth being
diverted before being processed through the entire criminal
justice system

A 2012 study by the same organizatiory AModern
Management and Sensible Savirigsfound diversion
programs like civil citations can reduce the prison population
by 10 percent and save taxpayers up t872 million each year.

Another cost savings study ir2010 by Associated Industries of
Florida 7 GBetting Smart on Juvenile Crime in FloridBaking It
to the Next Level-- places the cost of processing youth
through the criminal justice system at$5,000 and the cost of
issuing one civil citation$386.

Recommendation Two : Increase civil citation
utilization rates to better inform legislative discussion
regarding law enforcement discretion

Florida can maintain law enforcement discretion whether
to arrest or issue a civil citation while more quickly
increasing civil citation utilization rates. There have been
efforts in the past few legislative sessions to remove law
enforcement discretion and mandate officers issueivil
citations in all eligible situations. This is already policy in
two counties - Dade and Broward

These legislative efforts were fueled in part by concern for
low civil citation utilization rates in some parts of the state
which translates into high arrest rates for common youth
misbehavior. It is fair criticism of those counties that
cannot seem to increase utilization ratesLaw enforcement
should set as its goal to increase civil citation utilization
rates immediately.

In general, research shows arresting youth for
common youth misbehavior decreases public safety

Recommendation Three : Improve law enforcement
training to yield quick , significant civil citation
utilization gains .

Currently, there is no standardized statewide curriculum
for civil citation law enforcement training. The result is
training that can vary from agencyto-agency and county
to-county. While there is a need in training to address local
issues specific to agencies and countigier the most part
officers throughout Florida should be on the same page
regarding civil citation implementation and its benefits

Additionally , nearly half (48%) of civil citation programs
surveyed as part of this study reported either not having a
schedule for law enforcement trainingor don't know how
often training occurs.

There is a simple solution that will yield quick gains A
standardized statewide civil citation curriculum should be
developed in partnership with law enforcement and Florida
DJJ The training, to be updated annuallyshould include

the core civil citation education all law enforcement officers
should have while leaving room for local customization
Furthermore, all law enforcement agencies should use the
curriculum annually and as part of new officer orientations

While some counties provide regular law enforcement
training , others do not, which begs the question. How

can law enforcement issue a civil citation if they are not

aware of the program?
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Recommendations (cont.)

Recommendation Four : Increase civil citations to reduce
reliance on the court system for dismissals of low -level
offenses.

Civil Citation is generally better than dismissals in the court
process because youth are required tassumeresponsibility
for the offense provides a consequencgor provide
programsto prevent reoffending. Dismissals while an
important part of due process should be reserved for those
situations where children have been inappropriately charged
with a crime.

Data reported in this study shows that the statewide dismissal
rate for civil citation-eligible arrests is17 percent. Counties
should make a top priority to issue civil citations in place of
making arrests that would be subsequently dismissedue to
the future negative impact ofchildren having an arrest

record.

Recommendation Five : Explore high disparities in arrests
of black youth to identify any school -to-prison pipelines .

The Relative Rate IndeXRR)) for school districts in this study
represents the arrest rate for white civil citation-eligible youth
compared to the arrest rate for black youthWhile a high RRF-
arresting a higher percentage of black students than white
students -- does not necessarily imply racial bias in the arrest
process it does show that a high disparity in arrests of blacks
compared to whites exists Additional exploration is needed to
determine the source and solution to the disparity

School districts that have high RRIs should go through a
transparent process to understand why the rates are so high
and how to reduce themOutside experts may need to lead the
process Exploration is needed to determine if a high RRI
equates to a schoeto-prison pipeline.

Recommendation Six : Bring Civil Citation Work Into
Public View .

Half of civil citation programs surveyed reported not

having regular public meetings to report program results
and obtain feedback from community organizations and the
public. Collaboration of ideas and resourceg public and
private z are one of many benefits to public meetings
Regular reporting of civil citation data and public
discussions are particularly important to those community
organizations whose missions lead them to address
juvenile justiceissues in their communities

County civil citation efforts should have at least semiannual
meetings with key stakeholders reporting resultsand
providing an opportunity for public input .

Community organizations can add great value i in
some instances they bring financial and human

resources that increase civil citation utilization and
improve outcomes.

Whether a youth is
issued a civil citation
should not depend
upon where in the
county the youth
commits the offense
or the training level of
the law enforcement
officer.

Recommendation Seven: Provide for equal justice within
counties..

Equal Justice means that youth are eligible for civil citations in
all parts of the countyz both on and off school grounds and in
all municipalities. In some countiescivil citations are issued
only in schools In other areas there is limited participation in
civil citations by law enforcement agencies and limited
opportunities for youth to be diverted from arrests. These
circumstances can create unequal justice

Additionally , when law enforcement officers are not provided
good training on civil citation -- or given any training at all--
arrests are more likely to occur This can also create unequal
justice.

Civil citations should be available in all parts of a county on
and off school grounds and in every municipality And, all law
enforcement officers should be adequately and consistently
trained on civil citations.

Recommendation Eight : Establish statewide
communications among civil citation programs
practitioners and advocates to promote sharing of
successful practices and collaboration .

Currently, there is no statewide communications
framework for the sharing of practices and other
collaborative efforts between civil citation programs
practitioners and advocates For instance a successful and
promising practice in South Florida likely is unknown in
North Florida. And, there is little collaboration among
counties and programswhich could be sharing resources
thinking and enthusiasm for increasing utilization and
outcomes.

Florida should bring together a statewide civil citation
community, which begins with developing statewide
communications among programspractitioners and
advocates

Collaboration between counties and programs can

enthusiasm.

Recommendations (cont.)

Recommendation Nine : Provide law enforcement with
immediate access to juvenile records .

Before law enforcement can issue a civil citation they must
first make a phone call to someone in the juvenile justice
system who can determine youth eligibility Forinstance if
youth have a felony criminal record they are ineligible for a
civil citation. While in some counties law enforcement have
quick access to this informationin other counties law
enforcement must go through an inefficient and time
consuming system to collect this information

The civil citation process for law enforcement must
continue to be made more efficient and less time
consuming. This can be accomplished by giving all law
enforcement quicker access to juvenile records through
utilizing new technologieslike apps, or by establishing a
1-800- number with 24 hour access both of which can be
developed in a manner that preserves confidentiality of
juvenile records. Such innovations are being pursued by
the Leon County civil citation programwhich has been one
of the statés leading innovators of civil citations for more
than a decade

Recommendation Ten : The state's civil citation efforts
need funding for continuous improvements in public
safety, youth opportunities and taxpayer savings

Under the leadership of former Department of Juvenile
Justice Secretary Wansley Walters the State of Florida
began to prioritize civil citations, which included hiring a
full-time statewide civil citation coordinator and creating
the "Civil Citation Dashboard -- a statewide data reporting
tool that helps local programs make datalriven decisions.
The nationally innovative civil citation dashboard is why
this study ranked Florida among the top in the nation in
statewide data reporting. Current Secretary Christy Daly
has continued this leadershipas well as grown the
department® support of civil citations in numerous
additional ways.

Yet, this leadership and support alone cannot help
underperforming civil citation efforts to maximize
outcomes Funding for county programs is needed For
instance, some county efforts need technical assistance for
insight into what a model civil citation program looks like
Other county efforts need to improve youth assessments
and add intervention resources both of which reduce the
number of youth who reoffend

The Florida Legislature next session should develop a
funding stream for local county programs to increase civil
citation utilization and improve program operations -- both
of which will lead to increased public safetyimproved
youth opportunities and lots of taxpayer savings
